How Does it Work? 
An authorized representative of your school or organization submits a proposal for your book.  (See attached -   Proposal Submission Form)

Young Voices Foundation has 10-30 days to review and approve the proposal. Upon notification of approval Young Voices FoundationTM will issue a publishing contract to be signed by the authorized representative. Two original copies will be sent. Both must be signed and returned to Young Voices FoundationTM.  One fully executed copy will be returned to the organization representative. 

Your organization announces a call for submissions with guidelines, including submissions opening and closing dates. Suggest 4-6 weeks but can be as long as three months. 

 Representative sends selected entries to editor. 

Editor has 30-60 days to review, edit and approve entries. Editor has the right to deny an entry for any reason. 

Upon acceptance of entries editor will request releases from authors allowing Young Voices FoundationTM to publish entries.
Organization representative will collect signed releases and send them to editor. 

If photos of participants are to be included anywhere in the book – organization representative is responsible for collecting acceptable photos and photo releases and sending them to editor. 

Once all releases are received the editor has 30 days to organize entries, create table of contents, dedication, copyrights pages and submit file per Young Voices FoundationTM specifications. 

Publisher has 30 days to upload book, including interior files and cover and receive proof copy. Editor will have two weeks to review proof copy and submit changes. Upon receipt of approved proof publisher will have 10 days to upload book and make it available for purchase.

Submission Rules

· Entries must be original and previously unpublished

· Entries must not exceed 20,000 words.  There is no minimum word count requirement.

· Give your work a title. Untitled submissions are not accepted. 

· Proofread your work.  Proofread it again.  Have a teacher or parent proofread it one more time.  Send only your best work.

· Parents of very young writers may transcribe (type) the story for their child.  Technical ability must be consistent with grade level.  Obvious re-writing of the story by an adult will result in disqualification.  Proof reading is not only OK, it's encouraged.  See above.

· In the upper LEFT corner of PAGE 1 you must include name of author, age (and  in the case of minor child the name of parent or guardian), complete address including street number and name, city, state and zip code, telephone number, and email.  We have to be able to contact participants.  

· No Fancy Fonts - No Fancy Formatting - No Colored Text - No Pictures - No Text Boxes.  This is a writing contest.  We want to see your story written in a normal readable font.  Times New Roman 12 point is a good size. 

· Entries containing profanity, violent and/or sexually explicit material are not considered appropriate and will not be considered.

· Entries MUST be written in English.

· Entries WILL NOT be returned.  It is important that you maintain a copy for your files.
